Criterion validity was explored considering CANE and the following measures: the EASYCare (rating the quality life and dependence) and the Barthel Index (measuring functional status). Additionally, correlations between CANE and GHQ-12, MMSE and GDS-15 were calculated in order to assess construct validity.
