Figure A1(a): 45.1% of all panels have no francophone participants, while 2.1% of all panels have no anglophone participants. The aggregate average of francophone participants across panels is 16.9%. Figure A1(b): 81.3% of all papers presented at the conference have no francophone authors. 23.2% of all papers have no anglophone authors. 8.6% of papers have neither francophone nor anglophone authors.
