A4	Mean Turnout Gap by Decade

Figure A3 displays the mean turnout gap for class, education, and income by decade. The turnout gap is calculated as the mean difference in turnout between the lowest and highest category for each social group. We can see that for all three social groups, the turnout gap has increased considerably over time, as the turnout gap displays between a two-fold to four-fold increase since the 1960s and 1970s.
