Movie S1. Record of the first group observed composed by two adults, with both performing the first of three mud ring behaviour sequences (Group 01_mud ring 01).
Movie S2. Record of the first group observed composed by two adults, with both performing the second of three mud ring behaviour sequences (Group 01_mud ring 02).
Movie S3. Record of the first group observed composed by two adults, with only one of them performing the third of three mud ring behaviour sequences (Group 01_mud ring 03).
Movie S4. Record of the second group observed composed by two adults and one calf, where the escort performed the mud ring behaviour and the mother-calf pair quickly get close to it (Group 02_mud ring 04).
Movie S5. Record of the third group observed composed by two adults and one calf, in which the escort performed the mud ring behaviour and reinforce it while the mother-calf pair waited in the mud trail (Group 03_mud ring 05).
Movie S6. Record of the fourth group observed composed by two adults and one calf, performing the mud ring behaviour with the ring-maker role shared by both adults (Group 04_mud ring 06).
