Catalogue of Veneers from Fordham Roman Villa
The following is a complete list of the individual pieces of veneer recovered during the excavations. Entries are arranged by room of discovery – starting with room D as this was the earliest in the excavation sequence. At the end of each entry the year of excavation is followed by context and small find (SF) number. The finds recovered in the first season (2015) were all given the same small find number but are distinguished here by lower case letters. Scale 1:1.

	1. Trapezoid. Two adjoining fragments forming around two thirds of a trapezoid. Broken both ends and sides. Female figure wearing necklace and bracelet with a fold of drapery across her knees. ‘Wild’ hair, the strands on end. She is set against a background of hatching. Acute lines between the body and arms. This is the largest piece in the assemblage and carries the most decoration. Bone. c. 80mm long and 3mm thick. Excavated 19th July 2015. Square TD. Layer 3 (SF 11a).

	2. Trapezoidal or rectangular, broken at the upper end and the left side (as illustrated). Vegetal scroll decoration against a background of hatching.  Bone. 28.1mm long, 11.3mm at its widest point, 2.5mm thick. Excavated 19th July 2015. Square TD. Layer 3. (SF 11c).

	3. Trapezoid. Broken at both ends. Vegetal scroll decoration with horizontal band against a background of hatching. Bone.  46mm long, 18mm at its widest and 2.9mm thick possibly a complete edge along the bottom, and the right side (as illustrated). Excavated 19th July 2015. Square TD. Layer 3. (SF 11b).

	4. Rectangle. Smiling ?male face with curly hair. Background of hatching. Bone. 34mm long, 14.5mm deep, 3mm think. Excavated 2nd September 2018. Square CE Feature 2485, Layer 102.(SF 733).
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	5. Sub rectangular. A neck joins below 16 above.  Background of hatched lines. Antler. 43mm wide, 13.8 and 15.2mm high. 3.3mm thick. Complete. Excavated 31st July 2018. Square CD. Layer 101. (SF 681).

	6. Rectangle. The very top of a head and two three tined red deer antler. Background of hatching. Complete. 43.5mm sides, 18.1mm high and 3.1mm thick. Bone. Complete. Excavated on 8th August 2018. Square BE. Feature 408. (SF 696).

	7. Trapezoid. Body and arms of a figure. Background of chevrons and hatching. Probably sits on top of SF1655 (Cat. Number 8 below). Antler. Width 39mm to 35mm, Height 16mm, 3.5mm thick. Complete. Excavated 8th July 2021. Square BD.  Layer 220. (SF1658).
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	8. Trapezoid. Pair of legs with drapery over. Background of hatched lines.  Antler. 45.6mm and 39.1mm. 3.2mm thick. Originally sat below SF 1658 (Cat Number 6 above).  Excavated 8th July 2021. Square BD. Layer 220. (SF 1655).
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	9. Trapezoid. Pair of legs over which is a drape. Background of hatched lines. Antler. Width 42mm and 39mm, height 22,5mm and 23mm, 3.2mm thick. Complete. Excavated 8th July 2021. Square BD.  Layer 220 (SF 1656).
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	10. Trapezoid. Body with a belt at the midrift. Joins number 11 Background of hatched lines. Antler. 39mm and 37.5mm wide, 16.1 high. 3.2mm thick. Excavated 8th July 2021. Square BD. Feature 467. Layer 204. (SF 1644)
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	11.?Rectangle. Pair of legs with outward facing feet. Background of hatched lines. Joins number 10. Antler. Length 40.5mm, width 18.7mm. 3.2mm thick. Excavated 12th October 2010. Square BD. Feature 3611. Layer 108. (SF 1180). 
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	12. Rectangle. Curly haired male(?) face with protruding, flattened oval shape from his mouth. Background of hatched lines. Bone. 23.5mm high, 41mm long, broken. 3.8mm thick. Complete edges to three sides. Excavated 19th January 2020. Square BD Feature 467 Layer 3764. (SF 1257).
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	13. Trapezoid. Smiling face with curly hair. Background of hatched lines. Bone. 30.5 and 25mm wide, 18.5mm and 17.8mm high, 3mm thick.  Complete.  Excavated 18th April 2021.Square BD. Feature 515, Layer 2310. (SF1474).
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	14. Trapezoid. Curly haired head holding a round object above. Antler. 23mm wide at the lower end (complete).  21mm high, but broken at the upper end. 2.5mm thick. Excavated 2nd May 2021. Square BD. Feature 515 Layer 192. (SF1521).

	15. Rectangle. Zoomorphic figure, an open beaked animal. Above two lobes, possibly from vegetal scrolls or similar to the ornamentation shown associated with the alabastrons (cat. No.’s 20-23). Background of hatched lines. Antler. 42.1mm wide (complete width), 27.9mm high. 3.8mm thick. Excavated 1st December 2019. Square AD. Feature 537. (SF 1236).
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	16. Rectangle. Pair of confronted zoomorphic heads mouths touching. Background of hatched lines. Wide plain band above. Antler. 47mm wide, 15.9 and 17.5mm high, but a rectangular piece. 3.6mm thick. Excavated 8th August 2021. Square BD Feature 573. Layer 220. (SF1654).
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	17. Rectangle. Zoomorphic figure, clasped beak. Background of hatched lines. Complete. Joins number 17 below. Antler. 45mm wide, 18mm high. 3.9mm thick. Excavated 24th November 2019. Square BD. Feature 539. (SF 1229).
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	18. Probably rectangular, but possibly a trapezoidal shape. Probably the neck to be associated with one of the zoomorphic figures. Background of hatched lines. Antler. 3 sides complete. 38mm wide, height 18.3mm, broken. 3mm thick. Excavated 8th July 2021. Square BD. Feature 467 layer 204. (SF 1659).
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	19. Rectangle. ?two ‘necks’, possibly associated with the conjoined zoomorphic figures (Cat. No. 14 above). Background of hatched lines.  44mm wide, 13.3mm wide, 2.9mm thick. Antler. Excavated 5th September 2021. Square BD. Feature 573 (SF 1794).
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	20. Trapezoid. Alabastron below a lobate decoration separated by a plain curving band. Background of hatched lines. Complete, except for top right corner. Antler. 37mm high, 24.5 wide (approx) and 18mm wide. 2.9mm thick. Excavated 2nd May 2021. Square BD Feature 515. Layer 192. (SF 1520).
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	21. Trapezoid. Decorated with an alabastron below a plain, slightly curving line above which are the remains of trilobate ?vegetal decoration. Background of hatched lines. Antler. 34mm long, 2.9mm thick.  Sides 27.1mm and 17mm.  Complete. Excavated 5th December 2019. Square  BD Feature 3755. Layer192 (SF 1243).
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	22. Trapezoid. Decorated with an alabastron below a slightly curving horizontal line above which are the remains of trilobate ?vegetal decoration. Background of hatched lines. Antler. 41.5mm high, 31mm and 15mm wide. 3.1mm thick. Complete. Excavated 5th September 2021. Square BD. F573. Layer 4298 (SF 1792).
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	23. Trapezoid. Decorated with an alabastron below a slightly curving horizontal line above which are the remains of trilobate ?vegetal decoration. Background of hatched lines. Antler. 42.1mm high, 25.9.mm and 19mm wide. 2.9mm thick. Complete. Excavated 31st October 2019.Square BD. Layer 150. (SF 1212).
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	24. Trapezoid. Decorated with an alabastron below a slightly curving horizontal line above which are the remains of trilobate ?vegetal decoration. Background of hatched lines.  Antler. 29.1mm high, 24mm and 11.5mm wide. 3mm thick. Excavated 8th December 2019. Square BD. Layer 192. (SF 1247).
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	25. Trapezoid. Vegetal scroll decoration with a background of hatched lines. Antler. 52mm high, 18mm and 12mm wide. 2.7mm thick. Widest end slightly chamfered. Excavated 1st December 2019. Square BD. Layer 169. (SF1234).
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	26. Rectangle. Hatching above and below a plain dividing band. Traces of two semicircular lobate decoration on the lower surface. Possibly the tops of zoomorphic heads as in Cat No. 14. Antler. 42mm wide, 21mm high, 3.1mm thick. Complete. Excavated 8th December 2019. Square BD. Layer 192. (SF 1244).
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	27. Rectangle. Hatching above and below a plain dividing band. Traces of  a single ‘lobe’ bottom right. Possibly the top of zoomorphic heads as in Cat No. 14. Antler. 40.6,mm long, 17.7mm wide. 3.7mm thick. Excavated 5th September 2021. Square BD. Feature 573. (SF 1795).
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	28. Rectangle. Upper part of a pedimented building (?temple) background of hatching. 47mm wide, 16mm high, 3.1mm thick. Antler. Excavated 8th December 2019. Square BD. Layer 192 (SF 1248)
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	29. Trapezoid. Oval shape, possibly the dome of a building or else the top of a head? Surrounded by hatching. Antler. 38 and 35mm wide, 10mm high, 3.2mm thick. Excavated 8th December 2019. Square BD. Layer 192. (SF 1246).
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	30. Trapezoid. ?body from human or zoomorphic figure. Background of hatched lines. Antler. 42mm and 37.5mm wide, 18mm and 19mm high. 3.9mm thick. Excavated 22nd August 2019. Square BE. Feature 501. (SF 1119)
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	31. Small fragment (probably from a rectangle) with hatching decoration. Perhaps from a rectangle such as Cat. No. 25 or 26. Antler. 15mm wide. Three sides broken. 3.5mm thick. Excavated 30th April 2019. Square BD. Layer 135. (SF 933)
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
