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Identification of relevant studies and full electronic search strategy

[bookmark: _Toc96293648]1.1 Identifying relevant databases
The databases selected must meet the criteria, which include: (i) at least three of the most cited sources relevant to the research topic; (ii) multidisciplinary or particularly relevant to social research; and (iii) academic and non-academic sources. 
After consulting with a senior librarian who has rich experience in databases and searches, nine academic data sources were identified for searching relevant studies. They include Web of Science, Scopus, ProQuest, SocIndex, Medline, PsycInfo, Academic Search Complete, Social Sciences Citation Index (SSCI), CINAHL Plus. 
[bookmark: _Toc96293649]1.2 Identify keywords
Key words for search strategies were identified based on the main and specific research question(s) identified above, following a PICo format.
· P (population): migrant grandparents (synonyms: migrant grandparent, migrant grandfather, migrant grandmother, older migrant parent);
· I (phenomenon of interest): caregiving (synonym: childcare, home care, informal care, intergenerational care) and grandparenting;
· Co (context): global (synonym: transnational, international, global, multicultural)
As a result, the keywords were formed as follows: (grandparent* OR grandfather* OR grandmother* OR parent*) AND (migra* OR immigra* OR emigra*) AND (caregiv* OR childcare OR domestic chore* OR domestic work OR informal care OR intergenerat* care) AND (transnational OR international OR global OR multicultural).
[bookmark: _Toc96293650]1.3 Data searches
1.3.1. Searches of relevant databases 
From August 14th – 21st 2022, systematic searches were conducted with the following databases: Web of Science, Scopus, ProQuest, SocIndex, Medline, PsycInfo, CINAHL Plus, Social Sciences Citation Index, Academic Search Complete. The searches used the same keywords and searching strategies. All selected publications (published books, book chapters, published conference proceedings, published theses or dissertations, and journal articles) are in English. In total, 2,063 PDF or word documents were identified after these systematic searches.
1.3.2 Manual searches
Manual searches were undertaken to identify other relevant data and information sources that were missing. They included (i) screening of reference lists of studies found through database searches; (ii) hand-searching of key journals; and (iii) Google-searching of grey literature.
Grey literature was conducted to identify research reports, policy reviews, newspaper and magazine articles, and news stories that are about transnational grandparent migration. The grey searches were undertaken on Google. The searches were conducted in combination with quick screening to select the documents most relevant to the scoping review. All the selected documents were recorded in EndNote Library with common information, including the year of publication, title, organisation and author(s).
In total, 36 PDF/word documents were identified and saved after searches.
