Appendix C. Assumptions of mixed MANCOVA
[bookmark: _Hlk32069512]All assumptions of mixed MANCOVA were checked. First, observations were independent in each condition. Second, dependent variables were continuous and the relation between dependent variables and covariate was positive and linear (Tabachnick & Fidell, 2007). Third, the analysis of the assumption of homogeneity of regression slopes indicated there was no significant relationship between the covariate and independent variables for each dependent variable (p-values were above .05 for all dependent variables). Examining scatter plots showed that the error variances were equal for each sample population, indicating that the assumption of homogeneity of variances was met. In addition, the results of Box’s M test indicated the equality of covariance matrices. Finally, the normal distribution of the data was examined using skewness and kurtosis values. In the present study, all skewness and kurtosis values were within the acceptable range, supporting the normal distribution of the data.
