Dear participant,

Section 1
To start with, we would like to ask you some question on how many times you visited Sardinia in the past, and which areas you visited.
Questions:
1.1 - Could you please indicate how many times you visited Sardinia?
· Answers: Never, this is the first time – Two times – Three or more times – I visit Sardinia on average each year – I am resident
1.2 – If you visited some protected area in Sardinia, could you please name it?
· Answers: Open-ended answer
1.3 – Could you please told how many times you visited this, or other protected areas?
· Answers:  I could not say – Never, this is the first time – Once per year – 2-3 times per year – At lease once per month – Approximately once per week
1.4 – In this holiday, which areas did you visit, here on the island?
· Answers: Open-ended answer

Section 2
Griffon vultures feed on carrion, often those of sheep or livestock. Sometimes farmers move carrion at particular locations, which are then visited regularly by griffon vultures or other scavenging birds, such as raptors or ravens.
2.1 – If at these locations there were huts to observe and take pictures of griffon vultures, would you visit them?
