Appendix B:  Details about the samples

All three of these surveys were conducted via Lucid.  Lucid provides a non-probability sample of respondents for researchers.  We only include respondents who attested as part of the informed consent solicitation that they were American citizens and over 18.  We also included a standard attention check of asking respondents to provide a specific response to a question.  We also asked respondents an open-ended question “What is your favorite fruit” and excluded respondents who did not name a fruit.  This appendix provides the demographic details about the three surveys used in the main text of the paper.  While these data are not a representative sample of the US population, Lucid is a widely used source for experiments like these and there is substantial evidence that the results form Lucid surveys replicate the results from nationally representative samples (Coppock and McClellan 2019).  Table B1 presents the descriptive statistics of several variables from each of the studies.
