Glossary
Māori language words are translated on first use and provided here. 
Iwi – tribe or nation, people.
Mana Motuhake – self-determination, autonomy.
Mana whenua – those with local territorial rights.
Pākehā – New Zealanders of European descent.
Rangatiratanga – self-determination, authority. 
Rohe – region, geographic area. 
Takatāpui – a term that initially meant intimate companion of the same sex. Now used as a term to refer to being gender or sexuality diverse and Māori. 
Tangata whenua/takata whenua – people of the lands, Indigenous people.
Te Ao Māori – the Māori world, Māori worldview.
Te Ao Pākehā – the Pākehā/European world.
Te reo Māori – the Māori language. 
Tino rangatiranga – absolute sovereignty, control, power.
Tūpuna/Tīpuna – ancestors. Where tupuna/tipuna is the singular form, ancestor. 
Tūrangawaewae – one’s place to stand/where they have rights of belonging.
Waka – boat/vehicle; a type of canoe. 
Whakapapa – lineage, descent. 
Whānau – family, extended family.
Whenua – land, lands.
