Poverty: Median family income, Income disparity, Families below poverty level, % population below 150% poverty threshold, Single parent households with dependents <18, Households without a motor vehicle, Households without a telephone, Occupied housing units without complete plumbing, 
Housing: Owner occupied housing units, Households with >1 person per room, Median monthly mortgage, Median gross rent, Median home value
Employment:  Employed person 16+ in white collar occupation, Civilian labor force unemployed (aged 16+)
Education: Population aged 25+ with <9 yr education, Population aged 25+ with high school
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
