Irish Study of High-Density Multiplex Schizophrenia Families (ISHDSF)
The ISHDSF sample was collected between 1987 and 1992 in the Republic of Ireland and Northern Ireland (1) across 39 psychiatric facilities covering over 90% of the population of the island of Ireland. The inclusion criteria of the sample required at least two first-degree relatives meeting the DSM-III-R criteria for schizophrenia or poor-outcome schizoaffective disorder. The full phenotypic sample contains 277 pedigrees and 1,770 individuals while the full genotyped sample includes 257 pedigrees and 1,005 individuals. Of these 1,005 individuals, 861 have symptom level information available and were used in the current study. Compared to first-degree relatives of epidemiologically sampled schizophrenia cases, first-degree relatives of individuals in the ISHDSF sample have a similar risk for schizotypal personality disorder. 
The affection status in the ISHDSF sample was is defined by the degree to which they reflect the core versus periphery of the psychosis spectrum: 1) Narrow spectrum, including schizophrenia, poor-outcome schizoaffective disorder, and simple schizophrenia, 2) Intermediate spectrum, including good-outcome schizoaffective disorder, schizotypal personality disorder, schizophreniform disorder, delusional disorder, and psychosis not otherwise specified, 3) Broad spectrum, including psychotic affective illness, paranoid, avoidant, and schizoid personality disorders, and other disorders that significantly aggregate in the relatives of probands based on previous epidemiological work in Ireland (2), 4) Very broad spectrum, which adds any other psychiatric illness present in the families. The sample also includes unaffected family members with no diagnosis of any psychiatric illness. Figure 1 in the main manuscript provides a visual representation of the diagnostic schema of the sample.
Imputation Quality Control
We used the following Michigan Imputation Server (3) to impute the genotypes and perform the initial quality control (QC) on them: 
First, chunks of 20 Mb were created from the uploaded genotypes. Then, on each chunk, the followings were checked:
1. Number of valid variants in the chunk. A variant was considered to be valid when it is included in the reference panel. 
2. Number of variants found in the reference panel for the chunk, where at least 50% of the variants must be included in the reference panel.
3. Sample call rate for the chunk, where at least 50% of the variants must be called for each sample. 
Chunks were excluded if number of variants < 3, overlap is < 50% and sample call rate is < 50%.  
Second, the followings were checked on the variant level:
1. Only A, C, G, T alleles are allowed
2. Alternate allele frequency (AF) is calculated and all markers with AF > 0.5 are flagged.
3. SNP call rate is calculated
4. Chi square for each variant is calculated by using reference panel vs study data.
5. Allele switches are determined by comparing reference and alternate allele of the reference panel vs study data with A/T and C/G variants ignored.
6. After removing possible allele switches, strand flips are determined by flipping and comparing reference and alternate alleles from the reference panel vs study data.
7. Determine both allele switches and strand flips by combining steps 5 and 6.
Variants are excluded if alleles other than A, C, G, T are observed, duplicates are observed, indels, monomorphic sites, allele mismatch between reference panel vs study data and SNP call rate of < 90%. 
Third, the followings are checked at sample level:
1. For chromosomes 1 to 22 analyzed here, a chunk is excluded if one sample has a call rate < 50 % with only the complete chunks excluded and not samples. 
2. Liftover is performed if the build of the input data and reference panel does not match. 

Following the above steps, we applied the r2 threshold of 0.3 which removed >70% of poorly imputed SNPs at the cost of < 0.5% well imputed SNPs and minor allele frequency of 1%.
Supplementary figures 1-3 show the allele frequency correlation of arrays versus HRC reference panel.
Imputation quality across the arrays
After performing the QC steps described in the main manuscript under “Genotyping and imputation” section and supplemental information provided above about imputation procedure using the Michigan Imputation Server, 9,298,012 SNPs in the Illumina Array, and 11,081,999 SNPs in the PsychArray remained for analysis. In total, 9,008,825 of these SNPs were shared across the two arrays. We merged these shared SNPs with HapMap3 SNPs as described in the methods section under “polygenic risk score construction” for PRS construction and all downstream analyses. This left us with 943,020 high quality SNPs with imputation quality score of at least 0.96 across both arrays for PRS construction. Additional information is provided in supplementary table 3 below. 
Principal component analysis
The principal component analysis (PCA) was performed using PLINK (4). We used the 1000 Genomes phase 3 data set populations as the background for our continental PCA analysis (5). Variants not on the coding strand from the 1000 Genomes Phase 3 dataset were first removed and only the variants with the minor allele frequency of more than 0.10 were retained. Next, all the other variants for each chromosome were pruned using the flag --indep 50 5 1.5. This left us of 249,512 variants on the 1000 Genomes Phase 3. High quality Imputed genotypes with imputation quality score of more than 0.99 were extracted from each of the three arrays and merged with the variants from the 1000 Genomes Phase 3 dataset to get a list of all the available SNPs across both platforms and 1000 Genomes Phase 3 for the continental PCA analysis. The total number of variants shared across both arrays and the 1000 Genomes Phase 3 was 164,307 variants. We then used –pca flag in PLINK V.1.9 to calculate the top 20 PCAs. After confirming that all the individuals in the sample are of European ancestry, a separate PCA was conducted on only the Irish subjects to capture the fine-scale population differences within the Irish population and these Irish specific PCAs were used as covariates in the analyses. Additionally, we note that only an unrelated subset of the ISHDSF sample were used for the initial PCA calculation – these values were then projected on the rest of the sample using the –pca-cluster-names flag. This ensured that only a subset of unrelated individuals was used for the initial PC calculation to avoid introducing possible bias/inflation in PC values due to relatedness of individuals. Our results indicate that while all individuals in the sample are of European ancestry (Supplementary Figures 1-2 below), to account for fine-scale population differences within the Irish population (Supplementary Figure 3), we also included the top 10 PCs as covariates in all the analysis. 
Covariates and accounting for possible batch effects
Subjects used in this study were genotyped on 2 different arrays as shown in the supplementary table 4. These 2 arrays are the Illumina 610-Quad Array, and the Illumina Infinium PsychArray V.1.13. The bulk of the ISHDSF sample were genotyped on the illumine 610-Quad array by the Illumina. Additional ISHDSF subjects were genotyped on the PsychArray at Mount Sinai. A number of individuals for whom we already had genotypes available on the Illumina 610-Quad Array, were genotyped again on the PsychArray for quality control purposes. We compared and contrasted the genotypes as well polygenic risks constructed for these duplicate individuals and observed no significant differences, with high concordance rate. Additionally, the PCs on the Irish individuals showed no significant association with any of the genotyping batches or sites, indicating that there is no systematic differences or biases between these two arrays. However, to control for any other possible batch or site effects that escaped us, we included each of the platforms and genotyping sites as covariates in the models. Additionally, as described above, although the PCA shows that all the individuals analyzed in this study are of European ancestry, to account for fine-scale population structure of the Irish population, we also included the top 10 PCs as the covariates in our analyses. 
Separating negative and disorganized symptoms in schizophrenia
 The factor analysis of OPCRIT in our dataset differed slightly from other analyses. While different studies (as referenced in the manuscript) have shown that negative and disorganized symptoms sometimes load on to a single factor, this could potentially result in noisy interpretation of the results. Since negative/disorganized symptom dimension of OPCRIT showed a significant association with SCZ PRS in our study, we attempted to carry out a post-hoc analysis on this dimension by separating the symptoms into negative only and disorganized only symptoms. This step was taken to narrow down the association signals. Items included in the narrowed-down disorganized only dimension were bizarre behavior, catatonia, speech difficult to understand, positive formal thought disorder, and inappropriate affect. Items included in the narrowed-down negative only dimension were incoherent, negative formatl thought disorder, restricted affect, blunted affect, rapport difficult, information not credible, and deterioration from premorbid level of function. Items comprising the disorganized only dimension are also highlighted in the supplementary table 1. 
Association analyses between SCZ PRS and these two narrowed-down dimensions showed significant association between SCZ PRS and both symptom groups (negative only p = 9.10 x 10 -3, disorganized only p = 1.41 x 10-5). These results indicated that separating this dimension into separate negative and disorganized dimension did not result in full attenuation of the signals in one of the symptom groups, rather, both still showed significant association with SCZ PRS. However, we note that the significance level in disorganized only symptoms is higher than that observed with negative only symptoms, which is in agreement with a previous observation in a PRS analyses in the Molecular Genetics of Schizophrenia sample (6).

Supplementary Figure 3: Fine-scale PCA analysis of the Irish population. The fine-scale population structure captured for PC1 on the X-axis and PC2 on the Y-axis, closely resembles the population structure of the British Isles. The top 10 PCs were used as covariates in the subsequent analyses. Blue color represents subjects from the ISHDSF sample genotyped on Illumina array. Black color represents subjects from the ISHDSF sample genotyped on the psychChip. Green color represents genotyped individuals from the Irish Biobank (8) super-imposed on ISHDSF sample for better visualization of the population structure of Ireland.

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Supplementary Figure 5: The quantile regression estimates and ordinary least squares (OLS) estimates visualized on each plot. A. OPCRIT negative symptoms. B. OPCRIT manic symptoms. C. SIS schizotypy negative symptoms. The quantile estimates are visualized at 0.1 increments as black lines with the corresponding confidence intervals shown in gray. The three quantiles are depicted as three dots corresponding to Q1 (0.25), Q2 (0.5), and Q3 (0.75) of symptom score distributions. In the background, OLS regression estimate is shown as a red line, with the dotted red lines depicting the confidence intervals. Note that due to the fairly normal distribution of OPCRIT negative symptoms, all three quantiles fell within the confidence intervals for OLS, whereas OPCRIT manic symptoms and SIS schizotypy negative symptoms show a different pattern.
