On Brachydontes (Hormomya) blakeanus Melvill & Standen, 1914  [B HEAD]
Re-examination of the holotype of B. blakeanus, deposited in The Manchester Museum (Catalogue # EE.7674, Fig. S1) revealed that it does not correspond to a mytilid, but rather belong in the genus Philobrya Carpenter (Family Phylobryidae) as defined by Tevesz (1977), which includes many species reported for the region (Zelaya, 2005). Here we remove it from the genus Brachidontes (Family Mytilidae), and transfer it to Philobrya blakeana (Melvill & Standen, 1914) comb. nov. (Family Phylobryidae). Records of B. blakeanus in the ecological literature (Ríos et al. 2003; Kelaher et al., 2007) must be regarded as misidentifications. No voucher specimens of ‘B. blakeanus’ reported from Argentine Patagonia by Kelaher et al. (2007) appear to exist (Professor J.C. Castilla, personal communication).
