Supplementary figure legends
Supplementary Figure 1. Monetary Incentive Delay (MID) task. 

During each trial, the subject randomly saw one of 5 different cues (shown at the bottom) for 250 msec (in this case, the circle with 2 lines is the cue anticipating a large reward), then fixated a crosshair during a variable anticipation interval (“delay”: 2000-2500 msec), and pressed a button when a white square (target) was presented for a short time (with variable and personalized offset after 160–360 msec). An outcome feedback (1650 msec) followed the target presentation, informing the subject on the amount of money gained (2€ in this case) or lost in that trial, as well as on the cumulative outcome across trials (12.30€ for the entire experiment). The inter-trial interval was jittered between 3240 and 3940 ms.
Supplementary Figure 2
Illustration of the anatomical boundaries (two white lines, in the different sections, marking the minimum and maximum value of a coordinate range; dimension of the white lines are arbitrary set for illustrative purpose) of the two striatal volumes (VOIs) of interest as defined in our study. Each volume is a 10x10x10 mm cube, centered on predefined, independent coordinates marked by the crosshair (X=9, Y=5 and Z=-2 for ventral striatum; X=15, Y=8 and Z=19 for dorsal caudate).  For clarity, Y boundaries are depicted in the sagittal, Z ones in the coronal and X ones in the axial slice.
Supplementary Figure 3. Correlations of signal change in the ventral striatum (first two columns on the left) and dorsal caudate (last two columns on the right) during reward anticipation with real-life motivation (upper row) and avolition (buttom row). Only the dorsal caudate BOLD activity for cues anticipating reward vs neutral in subjects with schizophrenia showed a positive correlation with motivation and an inverse correlation with avolition.
Supplementary Figure 4.
Group comparison on striatal volumes of interest mean parameter estimates. HC=Healthy controls; High-Avol=Patients with schizophrenia with high avolition scores; Low-Avol=Patients with schizophrenia with low avolition scores.
