Appendix 3. Control variables 
Formal status – status of a given ethnic region in the official Soviet hierarchy. Each region was given mean value of its’ formal status for each period. This value was calculated in three steps. Firstly, each status was assigned its initial coding value (“0” - no separate region; “0.25” - a district in a non-ethnic region; “0.5” - a national district in autonomous republic, autonomous oblast; “0.75” - an Autonomous republic; “1” - a Union republic; “1.1” - an independent state).  Secondly, values were assigned to each ethnic region on annual basis. Thirdly, the mean value for each period was calculated.  

Informal status – informal status of a given ethnic region in the Soviet hierarchy, based on nationality of the first party secretary. John Miller (1977) has published an article, where he had argued that ethnic regions in the Soviet Union had been informally ranked based nationality of the first and second party secretaries. Regions on the top had both secretaries of titular nationality; average region had Russian first and native second secretary, or vice versa; regions on the bottom could have both Russian secretaries. I take only data for nationality of the first secretaries and only for Union and Autonomous Republics. Firstly, binary variable is used to code nationality of the first party secretaries: “1” if he/she is titular, “0” – non-titular. Secondly, I assign values to each period (“1” - all titulars; “0.75” - no less 75% time titulars; “0.5” - no less 50% time titulars; “0.25” – at least one titular; “0” - all non-titulars). 

Industrial output growth rate 1970 – indicator of industrial development in a given region. The Soviet society was an industrial one; moreover, the official ideology stressed the importance of industrial progress. Therefore, one may expect that the larger share of industry is an indicator of a higher region’s status in the unofficial hierarchy. The Soviet statistics does not provide data on composition of gross regional product; it provides only industrial output growth rates – starting with the year of the region’s origin. This variable indicates n-fold increase in industrial output growth rates between years 1960 and 1970. 
Urbanization rate – the share of urban population in a given ethnic region according to the 1979 census. 
Religion– variable for the predominant religion in an ethnic republic. I code ‘0’ for orthodoxy, ‘1’ – for all others. In some cases, I assign value of ‘0.25’ to those regions that were officially converted into Orthodoxy by the Russians, but unofficially many titular nations still practiced their traditional religion like shamanism or paganism (Yakutia, Khakassia, Republic of Altai and a few NADs).
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
