[bookmark: _GoBack]1 A technology should be considered new and emerging when it is at a stage prior to authorisation or adoption by the health system, or alternatively, when it is being used in clinical practice but its use is not yet extended and is restricted to a few health centres; 2 A technology should be considered innovative when it is totally new (no other therapeutic or diagnostic option available), displays a mechanism of action or indication very different to existing technologies, or substantially improves treatment or diagnosis with respect to current options; 3 Technologies should be scored as following: 1-3: technology that is anticipated to have a low impact on the health care system; 4-6-technology that is anticipated to have a medium impact on the health care system; 7-9: technology that is anticipated to have a high impact on the health care system. The potential impact of the technology should be valued taking into account each of the following criteria: 1) magnitude of the disease/indication for which the technology would be used; 2) effect of the technology on disease burden (mortality, morbidity, quality life) in comparison with preceding technologies (if any); 3) foreseeable economic impact in comparison to preceding technology; and, 4) other relevant implications (organisational, ethical, legal aspects, etc)
