Incidence calculations

The population at risk was defined as the number of interviewed persons. The following respondents were excluded from the population at risk:

· persons having symptoms due to underlying chronic illness;

· cases which had onset of disease prior to the 28-day reporting period.

Formula for computation of the annual AGI incidence:
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where:

x = cases,

n = population at risk.
Formula for computation of the limits of the annual incidence 95% confidence intervals:
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where:
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 = the chi-square deviate with lower tail area α on v degrees of freedom,

n = the population at risk (sample size),

x = the number of cases.
Note: for this formula an assumption of Poisson distribution was taken.
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
