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This shelter is an example of a non-crowded shelter. A gymnasium was used for an emergency shelter after the initial disaster. In this shelter, evacuees voluntarily separated their living space by cardboards. Physicians treated patients at the shelter clinic, a side space where a simple desk and folding chairs were located. This picture was taken two month after the initial disaster by T.K.
