Supplementary table 2. Calculation of case-mix index and functional index of pediatric and neonatology units of SESCAM, corresponding to healthcare for rotavirus hospitalizations. Two three-year periods: 2003-05 and 2007-09.
The case mix (or casuistic) index (CI ) indicates that the casuistry of the analyzed series in both pre- and vaccine periods from SESCAM (the Health System of Castile-La Mancha) was less complex than that of the National Health System in the same periods. 
The performance or (functional) index (FI) of both three-year periods reveals that the SESCAM institution attended its patients with an average mean stay similar to that of Spain; despite of its complexity was significantly lower.
