Propensity score matching results:
A total of 236 individuals were matched (118 Indigenous patients matched 1:1 with 118 non-Indigenous patients), with supplementary table 1 showing adequate balance was achieved on all variables in addition to adequate overall balance (median residual bias was 0.03).
