Analysis of the reliability of students’ academic performance records in Russia

To assess the reliability of the GPA values, the results of the self-reported GPA were compared with the actual GPA values of 95 study participants (Age: M±SD, 16.2±1.18 range, 16-18 years, females: 46.3%), students of secondary school located in Syktyvkar and first-year students (freshman) of University located in Yekaterinburg. Participants were generally shown to underestimate their GPA values by 0.16 points (P<0.025; Table S1). 17-year-old secondary school students was found to underestimate most frequently their academic performance (Figure 1S).
