The image file name is set with the level of the osmotic pressure (1.38; 9; 10.5; 16.5 MPa) followed by a letter related to the osmotic treatment (T: control yeasts not maintained at 1.38 MPa or R: stress applied at the specified osmotic pressure) and then a number associated to an independent repetition (meaning an independent culture).
