Supplementary Table 1: presents regression analysis with practical political knowledge excluding the health items. Remember that in absolute terms, the gender gap is smaller for knowledge of government services and benefits. Indeed, when health is dropped from the scale, the gender coefficient for this type of knowledge no longer achieves statistical significance.

Supplementary Table 2: presents the knowledge gap between recent immigrant

women and other women on  knowing where to take a complaint related to rented housing (only asked of renters)  and for knowledge about legal aid. 

Supplementary Table 3: presents the knowledge gaps between the lowest and highest income groups on all of the questions about government services and benefits.
