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All the results in this paper can be replicated using the two other files placed on the web:  “SPSS Code for all Results” and “Statistical Tests of Differences between Offline and Online Participation.” 

The raw data used in the paper (the August, 2008 “Civic Engagement” Study) are at the website for the Pew Internet and American Life Project.  The internet address is:

The data can be downloaded in SPSS format. 
The data for the paper were prepared using an SPSS syntax file which is in the file entitled “SPSS Code for All Results.” This is an SPSS syntax (suffix “.sps”) file.  The file is heavily annotated and self-explanatory.  The file replicates all the results in the paper.  The user, however, does have to do the following:

· Insert a “get file” statement for the raw data from Pew at the beginning of the file.
· Towards the end of the file, there is a lot of data manipulation for the F-tests (explained below) involving the reading and writing of files.  The user must insert his or her own file locations for “save outfile”, “add files”, and “get file” statements.  
The data replicate the results in the paper with the following caveats:

· We have found that different versions of SPSS appear to treat weights in slightly different ways so that we sometimes get differences of one and even two percentage points.

· Figure 4 is labeled as “among web users” – in fact the data are for all respondents.  The code for just web users and for all respondents is included in the SPSS file.  The results are the same when the data are run either way.

The file entitled “Statistical Tests of Differences Between Offline and Online Participation” describes the results of a large number of statistical tests.  The code for these tests is also in the “SPSS Code for All Results.”  The tests can be replicated with the data that are generated from the SPSS code and from the standard formula for F-tests that can be found in econometrics textbooks.
