Thank you for your interest in “Redefining Russia.” The information used in the article is contained in a single Excel workbook with several worksheets as follows:

1. Journal Article Data (Figures 1, 2, 8-10):  Tallies of journal articles using identifiable qualitative or mixed methods from 1999-2008. 

2. Dissertations (Figure 3, Table 1): Total number of dissertations for the 1999-2008 period involving single-country studies of Russian politics or using Russia as a case, as well as choice of method for individual dissertations for 2006-2008. 

3. IREX IARO (Figure 4): distribution of IARO funding by fieldwork location used for Figure 4. Projects that covered two regions were counted as 0.5 for each region. Information on funded IARO projects may be found at: http://www.irex.org/
4. AAASS (Figure 6): Total number of undergraduate degrees in Russian and East European Studies reported by member institutions for 2000-2008. All information was made available in the organizations newsletter, Newsnet. Note that AAASS has since changed its name to ASEEES.
