Appendix B:  INDIVIDUAL Control Variables (wvs 2000)
Interpersonal Trust:  this was measured using the standard WVS question “whether people can be trusted” (coded as 1) or “need to be cautious.” 

Education Level:  here we used the response to the WVS question on the respondent’s highest level of educational attainment (ranging from 1=no schooling or elementary school dropout to 8=higher education).

Income Level:  here we used the response to the WVS question in which participants were asked to rate their relative individual income on a scale from 1 to 10. Then, like Solt (2008), we created income quintiles (coded as 1-5).

 Post-materialism:  this was computed from WVS on the basis of Inglehart’s
 (1990) four-item scale of “post-materialist values.”

Religiosity: The WVS asks respondents ‘Independently of whether you go to church or not, would you say you are…(1) a religious person, (2) not a religious person or (3) an atheist. We also use other measures of religiosity, which yield similar findings.

Town: This is coded on the basis of the number of residents. It ranges from 1 (under 2000 people) to 8 (more than 500,000 people).
We also included gender (male=1) and age (age categories, 1-6) as control variables.
