In Brazil, efficiency is measured on a scale
ranging from A (low energy expenditure) to E (large energy expenditure).

Warranty: The warranty period granted by the manufacturers of air conditioners varies between 3 months and 3 years.

Inverter: The devices with the Inverter system reach the desired temperature quickly and keep it constant, with little energy
fluctuation.
